- Harvest and post harvest practices

Fruits with pericarp split open should be harvested by pluckers to minimize ground contact, ensuring aflatoxin free
produce;

The sun drying of nuts to reduce the occurrence of moisture associated with mould growth. Nuts are dried until the
seed rattles inside.

Awareness on water conservation, ground water recharging methodologies and importance of biodiversity conservation
were extended to the nutmeg growers.

Jul - Aug-19: The number of drainage channels were increased to reduce waterlogging after the heavy monsoon rainfall
and overflowing of rivers.

— Sep - 19: Preparation for the 2019/20 crop season:

— The NFPP Better Nutmeg Initiative will be rolled out for the upcoming crop season from Sep-19 onwards, including more
farmers

— Biodiversity assessment will be carried out in the nutmeg project area and initiatives for carbon sequestration measurement will

be implemented, involving key stakeholders from Nedspice, India Business and Biodiversity Initiative and Confederation of
Indian Industry.

— Farm Sustainable Assessment certification of the NFPP farmers will be proposed.
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
